This 
is a result of some recent funding developments, including $12 million now being committed 
by the City of Sanford and Seminole County for this project as a result of voter approval of 
the new sales tax and City funding commitments so that the work can be accelerated.  A 
letter and set of slides from the City of Sanford explaining this request are enclosed in Tab 
4, and additional information will be provided by City and County staff at the meeting.
